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Kallen (1998) in a study of 530 pregnancies exposed to antiacids did not find an increase in the defect rate. Of this group 58 took famotidine. In a collaberative propspective study Garbis et al {(2005))
reported two elective abortions for neural tube defect among 75 exposed women
Shibata et al {1383} studied this arthritis drug in pregnant rats and rabbits in oral doses of up to 2 000 mg per kg and no adverse effect on reproduction. organogenesis or postnatal behavior in the rat were
found. Intravenous dosing on days 7-17 using 200 mg per kg produced no teratologic change in rats and similar results were seen when rabbits were given up te 100 mg per kg intravencusly. Burek et al
(1985) gave 2,000 mg per kg orally or 200 mg per kg intravencusly on days 7-17 in the rat and no teratogenicity was found. Rabhbits received up to 500 mg per kg orally on days 6-18 without evidence of
teratogenicity.
